Habitat for Humanity is a Christian housing ministry financed through private donations and utilizing volunteer labour.  Our purpose is to build homes with families and sell the houses at no profit and no interest to families who could not otherwise afford a home.

Habitat for Humanity North Durham Inc. was recently formed to provide affordable home ownership in the municipalities of Uxbridge, Scugog and Brock.  Our first homes will be built in Uxbridge.  We are presently in the final stages of obtaining the site.  It is anticipated that our first project will consist of a semi-detached residential building.  We need TWO prospective families to work with us and have the opportunity to buy one of our houses.
Applications will be received by Habitat for Humanity North Durham Inc. for housing in Uxbridge until the end of May.  At that time a decision will be made by the Board of Directors.  It is anticipated that the houses will be constructed within the next six months and the two families chosen will be able to complete the purchase of the dwelling units and move into the dwellings this fall.

Please read the following items to see if you have an interest in our ministry AND to see if you meet our general guidelines:

1. To qualify you must have housing need.  (for example: no indoor plumbing, poor heating, leaks in the roof, overcrowding, unsafe or unsanitary conditions)

2. You need to have lived in our service area for two years.

3. Your total family income should not be more than the following:

For a 3 member household

$  20,790 per year

For a 4 member household

$  25,187 per year
For a 5 member household

$  28,132 per year

For a 6 member household

$  31,096 per year

For a 7 member household

$  34,061 per year

4. With your permission, we will verify employment and other income, verify checking and savings account balances, get a statement from your current and previous landlords, have a credit check done, and ask you for credit references.
5. If you are approved for a Habitat home, we ask that you be willing to join in programs to learn and practice budgeting, home repair, and maintenance.  We ask that you attend the monthly Habitat for Humanity meetings.

6. If approved for a Habitat home, we require that all adult (18 years and older) members in your household be willing to contribute a total of 500 hours of sweat equity.  All of these hours must be completed before you can move into the house.

7. If approved for a Habitat home, a small down payment may be required.  You will also be responsible for the closing (legal) costs.  You will have the time to save this money before closing if your family is selected.  

8. If you are approved for a home and if you meet the sweat-equity and down payment requirements, then we will sell you a home at cost.  Habitat house payments include taxes and insurance.  The monthly amount will be determined prior to final selection of the family.  The house payments will be used by Habitat to build more houses with other families.  This requires that you make these payments on time.

9. If you are interested in Habitat and if you believe you qualify for a home according to the above guidelines, we encourage you to fill out and return the enclosed application.

10. All information received is considered confidential and is to be used only for family selection.  The application process is expected to be complete by the end of June.
