Habitat for Humanity (HFH) is a non-profit housing
ministry. HFH seeks to eliminate poverty housing
and homelessness from the world, and to make
decent shelter a matter of conscience and action.

Through volunteer labour and donations of money
and materials, HFH builds and rehabilitates
simple, decent, affordable houses with the help of
the homeowner (partner) families. Habitat houses
are sold to partner families at no profit and are
financed with affordable loans.

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Although it joined the EU in 2007, Romania is still struggling
with its past as one of the most oppressive communist regimes
behind the lron Curtain. With a gross national income per
capita of around $11,100 in 2007, Romania is a middle-income
country.

apartments built prior to 1980 require significant structural renovation.

The average monthly salary in Romania is about $450, with rural families earning 2/3
the salary of urbanites. New-housing prices have skyrocketed and single room
apartments can cost as much as $95,000. Access to credit is limited and excessive down-
payment restrictions keep all but the wealthy from having access to credit.

Roma communities pose one of the toughest problems for local and national
authorities throughout Romania. As by far the most widespread victim of
discrimination of any social group in Europe, many Roma communities have
been marginalized for decades, leading to cyclical poverty, low education rates
and health problems. HFHR has made special efforts to address the needs of

this community.

losif Florian (32), Hendre lolanda (26), and their children

live in a two roomed apartment on the third floor of a
communist era apartment block. They share the
apartment with another 8 people from a different family.

Surprisingly, for so many people living in just two rooms, the
place isn't messy - it is as well kept as can be, given the cramped
conditions and the building crumbling around them. The kitchen
is only 6 feet long and barely has enough room to fit a sink, 2
chairs and a few small shelves. In the corner of the “bedroom” is
a metal wood burning stove/heater, cobbled together from a
metal can, three soldered metal legs and an exhaust pipe. The
whole apartment is split in two by a “wall” made of two large
pieces of plywood, offering little privacy and adding to the
claustrophobic atmosphere.

While in Beius, a rural community, students will live in the home of the Garva
family. The husband is a teacher and in order to augment their income, they
partnered with HFHR to expand their home and host HFH GV teams. Students will
be accommodated in rooms of 2-4 people, with shared bathrooms. All meals will be
eaten at local restaurants. The house and restaurant are within walking distance of
one another. The worksite is approximately a 10 minute drive from both.

Travel plans and arrangements

Traveling with an HFH group is different than the average vacation; there isn’t a tour operator and
the various components are organized by different people.

= All arrangements are overseen by HFHCanada: Global Village and all participants are required to take
full medical insurance through Chubb-MEDEX.

» HFH Romania coordinates all in-country arrangements for the build portion of the trip.

= | will arrange flights through a local travel agent as well as all of the details for the R&R portion at the
end of the trip; having lived and traveled in Hungary, | feel very comfortable in doing so.

The proposed itinerary allows our young people to spend a significant amount of time on the
work site, while still providing sufficient ‘down time’ for reflection and relaxation. Opportunities
exist for them to meet local people, explore the natural and cultural heritage of the region, and see
how people really live.

The students will contribute to the global community in a real and meaningful way, gaining an
understanding of the world around them and an appreciation of their lives in Canada.




Budapest, Hungary

= While in Budapest, the team will stay at the Hotel Medosz, which is centrally located in the heart of this
safe city. This hotel regularly works with HFH groups and offers us a preferred rate.

» Breakfast is included in the hotel price, lunch will be the student’s choice, within specified areas, and
dinner will be eaten as a group.

= All tours will be done through local tour guide organisations and booked with the help of HFH Hungary
National Office staff in Budapest and through the contacts I made while living there in 2008.

= The group will take an extensive tour of the city, including all of the major cultural and historical
highlights.

» Having lived in Budapest for six months, I know that it is a safe and manageable city for a group of young
people. It will also allow them to see a more urban side of central Europe, contrasting rural Beius,
Romania.




Participant selection and pre-trip preparation

Students from the Durham Region will submit a written application package containing the following:
- Reasons for wishing to participate in the trip

- What they are excited and nervous about

- Skills/experiences/strengths they bring to the trip
- Any school disciplinary issues

- Two teacher or non-parent adult references
- Parental support statement

Students will receive a copy of the standards and expectations of behaviour and both they and their
parents are required to sign a contract which indicates that they will abide by all HFH regulations.

Students will be required to come to an interview - this is not a first-come first-served trip! We hope to
have 15-20 student participants. The number of chaperones will be determined based on participant
numbers.

In addition to participating in the fundraising and awareness raising initiatives, students are expected to
commit to various pre-trip activities:

» Romanian and Hungarian language lessons (provided by Pickering HS students/parents)
= Construction safety and skills (provided through HFH Durham)

» First Aid training (possibility of doing this)

» Team building activities

=  Meetings regarding trip expectations, travel organization etc

The estimated trip cost per participant is $3700.

— The estimated cost of flights is $1600 per person. This cost is tax receiptable. The R&R components of the trip
have an estimated per person cost of $500. This is not tax receiptable. The balance of the payment will be
sent to HFH Canada and is tax receiptable. (Of this, $650 is a donation to HFH, with $400 going
directly to the Beius affiliate. )

The goal is to raise funds as much of the trip cost as possible. Not only will this make the trip
accessible to a wider range of young people, but it will also help with awareness raising within the
community. There is no guarantee as to how much money will be raised through fundraising.

The students involved with this trip will all be expected to participate in the fund- and awareness
raising efforts. This is important to build team cohesion as well as to provide students with a
greater sense of appreciation for the trip. Fundraising will be organized by a parent committee.

— School-based fundraising (this depends on what Administration will allow)
